The Veterans of Foreign War Fortuna Post 2207 recently presented a $2,500 donation to the Fortuna Senior Center.

The donation to the Fortuna Senior Centers ongoing fundraising campaign will be applied to the building costs for its new home at
3811 ROHNERVILLE RD.

“We appreciate this donation very much. ...Including the VFW donation, people in the community have been very generous to this
Point but we still have a ways to go. The fundraising campaign is a little over halfway toward raising the necessary funds for this
project. The Fortuna Senior Center has been paying construction costs to local contractor DCI Builders as the work is being
completed. So far, the building is fully enclosed and roofed. The framing is complete inside the building, but the interior walls "
need to be added. Along with other finishing touches.
“Our immediate need is funding for trenches outside the building for utilities to be installed,” Hays said. She estimated that

piece of construction to cost $220,000.

There are several ways to donate to this project. There is a downloadable form available on the Fortuna Senior Center’s website
(www.fortunasenior.org) and a GoFundMe page has also been established.

Hays said donors also have an option of naming one of the rooms in the building for a loved one.
This is not only a project for the Fortuna Senior Center, but a project for the community now and for years to come,
“It will offer seniors a safe, comfortable, and friendly place to gather for social and recreational opportunities.”
